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What do you image, when you are questioned “What is the color of the sky？”　
Perhaps more than 80~90% of people imagine “blue”. 

What do you imagine, when you are questioned “What is the color of the sky?”
Perhaps more than 80~90% of people image “blue”. Indeed, in twilight time the color seems orange, and during the night “black”. Depending upon the situation, people may imagine that color.  In this way, to the same question, their imagination and  answer may vary, as they are thought to develop the decision in accordance with their own experience and within their  community. When their opinion is different from the other’s opinion,  they may reject the other’s opinion or may impose their own thoughts and values on others.
For example, to the question “What is the color of the sky?” some one may reply “Red”, the other people may reply “Usually blue”. This way of answering may somehow occur.
Each time when I see or hear this way conversation, I think over “normally”. Surely I also reply “blue”, if I am questioned “What is the color of the sky?” If I am enquired “What is the image of Santa Claus?”, I imagine “Winter” and “Reindeer”.  If the same question is made to the children in Australia, Southern Hemisphere,  they may imagine “Summer” and “Surfing”. If the word “normal” is “not normal” to the people other than myself, I realize “there is a thinking like this” or “I did not have such thinking, great!”. To cultivate this view point and way of thinking   is one of  chances to think about human rights which are given to us by nature. You should not assume that “normal to you” is  normal to “everybody”, but widen your own normal frame or field of vision, and contact with people
