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At Ueno Kaido region(Ouchizawa)the abandoned farmland was once a theme of trouble. To resolve this problem an Ueno Kaido regional agreement was signed under the corporation of farmers in the region. Since that event, all the region challenged to eliminate the problem of  the abandoned farmland, planted flowers as Hanamomo. Born the hometown of the present Hanamomo-no-sato.

25　years since we planted the flowers such as Hanamomo in the abandoned farmland. Now about 3200 flowers of Hanamomo, etc. decorate our spring and make the visitors enjoy the village. 
Hanamomo-no-sato Management Association, with the help by Flowers Study Group and its technicians, effects the production and dispatch of the products, and contributes to the revitalization of the region. “It was really a troublesome job to mow the lawn in rough farmland and level it.”Even now we cannot miss to mow the lawn and to maintain the land
to guard Hanamomo. The assistance fund  we receive from the visitors is used to buy seedlings and to maintain the toilets, i.e., they are used also to enrich the regional tourism. 


Determination to continue despite a shrinking number of people carrying on the tradition

In today’s circumstances where the population is declining, the problem of generation change is serious. Hanamomo-no-sato Management Association has also anxiety “whether we can continue this job even 10 years in the future?” The young generation leaves our village because of their jobs　or advancing to higher level of education, decreasing the number of supporters, meanwhile neglecting  plants care-taking allow grass growing, thus damage by boar and deer is caused. Abandoning is easy, but “continuing the works” is more difficult and important. Because there are the people supporting the beautiful Hanamomo-no-sato, this beautiful scenery lives on. “I came here Hanamomo-no-sato as the third time. Coming here makes me relaxed.” These words of the visitors are our encouragement. We wish to transfer this hometown scenery maintained by us to the future generation.

To　transfer to the next generation Hanamomo-no-sato, we are promoting activity making for the younger generation. We are studying also new trials such as spraying of agrochemicals using drone. In the circumstances where population aging is advancing, we see them important the exchange and bond through collaborative work, exploring the form attainable with no big efforts. It is the seed of hope the place where people gather together and share their heart.
